Various supplemental services are available at Vista Grande School, funded by the school’s categorical budgets. These extra 
support services include before or after-school academic programs, in-classroom assistance, or small group tutoring during the 
instructional day. In addition to the classroom teacher, instructional services are delivered by a learning Specialized Academic 
Instructor and  Learning Loss Intervention teacher. 
 
Vista Grande offers support programs for students and families, along with academic supplemental services. A part-time 
support teacher provides small group instruction and push-in support for EL students and struggling readers.  Our full-time 
school site counselor provides social and emotional support through guidance lessons and small group and individual 
counseling services. Character education is promoted through a monthly school-wide focus on positive character traits.
